2018 fbr additional input lor a final recomrrendation. The CoLrntl''s budget lbr Fiscal
year 2018-2019 is anticiparecl to be adopted ir-r June of 2018 uhich n'ill not include

proposecl tunding fbr a sa111' port at the Truckee Courthouse. Subsequentll " it is

alticipated that the Sheritf's Ofllce uill provide the Board of Sr,rpen'isors u'ith

recolllrenclations tbr fiurding and construction of a sa111' port at tl"re prisoner entrallce

to the Truckee Courthouse fbr Fiscal Year 2019-2020. At such time. the Board u-ill

consicler funding for a sal11 port at tlie prisoner entrance to the Truckee Courthouse in

ret-erence to the afbrernentioned Grand.Iurl'Report and the Sheritls Olfice and

Countl' Executive Oftlce's flnal recorntlendation.
